If you are interested in carding/rostering your team thru US Club Soccer, here is some helpful information. Please note that this info is for registering for player passes and rosters and has nothing to do with your league registration.

To register/roster your team thru US Club; you need to take the following steps:  

1-ALL 3 team officials (Head coach, assistant coach and team manager) must complete a US Club on line background check. To do so, go to

2-Choose your registration type (Head coach, assistant coach or team manager)  

3-Choose type of membership as league team  

4-Choose the league (MSSL MAPS) 

5-Choose Council Rock United Soccer Association 3379

6-Fill out all the personal info to complete the background check
7-Send ONE email to webmaster@crusa.net with the team name, ALL the individual team official names with their corresponding title (head coach, assistant coach and team manger) and confirmation number for the background check of ALL team officials (i.e.; CRUSA Lightning Joe Smith #178965, John Doe # 1798456) You will also need to include the email, home address and phone number of each of the three team officials. Note that every email must be unique so a team official cannot have the same email as a player or another team official so use different email addresses for each player and team official. 
8-Once the background checks are completed and the info is forwarded to the club registrar (Step 7). The club registrar can create the team in the US Club database and when that is complete, the club registrar will email the primary team contact to let them know the team is created. (Note that the primary team contact MUST be one of the team officials who have completed a background check)  

9-Once the team is created in the US Club database; the cub registrar will email the primary team contact with a user name and password to access the US Club website database. 

10-The primary team contact will then need to go to www.usclubsoccer.org and log in using the user name and password as outlined in step 9. 

11-Once the primary team contact logs in you will need to click on “player management” and then start adding all of your players to build your roster.  

12-Once the primary team contact has entered all of your players and all the info required you will then need to scan all of your birth certificates individually and upload them to the us club site (instruction are on the player section) 

13-Once that is done, you will be ready to request passes and the primary team contact can let the club registrar know via email at webmaster@crusa.net when the passes are ready for processing. Please note: You will need to have credit card information to submit to the club registrar as a method of payment for the players and coaches passes. (Listed below is the US Club summary of fees). You will need to email the club registrar to give the credit card info for your team so the passes can be paid for at the time of requesting them thru the US Club website. (Include type of card, card #, expiration and the 3 digit security code from back)    

· Competitive Players from U12 to U20: $16 
· Competitive Players below U12: $12 
· Adult Players above U20:  $23 

· Recreational Players (Youth Only):  $8 

· Super Rec Players (Youth Only):  $10 

· Staff: $15
14-When the club registrar requests the passes, they will be emailed from US Club to the club registrar first and they will be forwarded to the primary team contact.  
15-The primary team contact can then print the passes out on heavy stock paper and then attach the photos. Assuming the primary team contact is in possession of signed parental medical release forms, the passes are valid. 

16-To create a US Club roster, once logged in to US Club website, click on “Team management” and then click on custom roster tool. You will be able to create and customize a roster for any function at any time and once you print the roster, it is official. (No stamp of approval needed)
